SPREADING THE WORD

In our reading from Acts today, Paul and
Barnabas are on a mission to spread the word of the
Lord. So they reach out to their fellow Jews in the syna-
gogue. Many respond favorably, so many that the lead-
ers become nervous and expel them. So Paul and
Barnabas just keep going. They open up their mission to
the Gentiles as well. They understand that there are
some who are just not ready to hear their message, and
so they leave those people, knowing that they, too, are
precious to God, and that they will hear the Good News
of salvation in God'’s time. It is such a simple message,
yet so wonderful—we are saved! In the reading today
from Revelation, we are assured that all who are claimed
for Christ will stand with God in heaven at the eternal
banquet. It is the Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, who leads
us to the waters of salvation.

THE GOOD SHEPHERD

God created us in all our uniqueness. We are
God’s own, and God loves each of us. God has given us
the Son, the Good Shepherd. We are awash in the love
of God; it washed over us in baptism, and washes over
us every day of our lives. The Good Shepherd is always
calling to us, inviting us to follow. Because we are each
unique, however, the time and the way that each of us
hears and responds to the mystery of salvation will differ.
Even more wonderfully, God’s love for humankind is so
great that we have to trust that every soul on earth will
eventually hear the message of love and salvation. This
is God’s will, and it will be done in the time and way of
God'’s choosing. Our task is to spread the message, us-
ing the different gifts God has given each of us, knowing
that no soul on earth can ever be taken from God'’s hand.

On the other hand, if the leader
blazes the trail for the others, and encourages and guides them along the way, the follow-
ers can complete the game feeling confident and joyful.

Today'’s scriptures show Christ as the latter kind of leader. He guides us and wipes away
our tears. He is a shepherd who encourages us and brings us through suffering to life-
giving water. Paul and Barnabas joyfully follow his lead by becoming Christ-like leaders
themselves. They encourage and ease the way for their own followers through whatever
distress may come their way. In the same way, all followers of Christ are meant to be-
come leaders who share with others the courage, confidence, and joy they have found in
following Christ.
