A SIMPLE ACT 
In one parish in which I was involved in the Rite 

of Christian Initiation of Adults, a man named Jack was 
preparing to receive the sacraments of initiation. Part of 
the process in that parish was to have the catechumens 
(those preparing for the sacraments) join other parishion-
ers in various ministries and activities in the parish and in 
the wider community. Jack was a gregarious, comical, 
wonderful man who always gave the group a spark of 
enthusiasm. He was never at a loss for words. One week 
the group of catechumens went to the local homeless 
shelter to prepare and serve the evening meal. When we 
returned from this outing, Jack did not speak for about six 
weeks. We became concerned, but decided, at the urg-
ing of his sponsor, to allow him to take the time he 
needed to break out of this silence. 
 

A LIFE CHANGED FOREVER 
Finally Jack shared what was going on in his life. 

He told us that at the homeless shelter, he was front and 
center. He had positioned himself so that he could ladle 
the sloppy joe mix onto the hamburger buns and hand 
the plate to the person in line. He said he was just loving 
the work, grasping the ladle, spooning the mixture onto 
the bun, then handing the plate to the next person, when 
all of a sudden a deep reality struck him. He said, “This is 
what my hands were meant to do.” Then he shared with 
us that many of the things his hands had done in his life 
were sinful and didn’t bring life to anyone. He told us 
again and again that what he was doing at the shelter 
was what his hands were created to do. Jack’s story is a 
great reminder to each of us on this feast. As people who 
regularly consume the Body and Blood of Christ, we are 
called to do what we were created to do: become Christ 
for one another.

Reflecting on God’s Word 

I came across a little book not too long ago that offered a selection of “B and Bs” (“Bed and 
Breakfast” residences) where travelers could stay in a certain state. The promise of a good “B 
and B” is a clean place, a good night’s sleep, and a good meal to begin the day. In short, rest and 
sustenance.  
 
Is it too irreverent to propose that today’s feast is a reminder that we believers have available the 
“B and B” of all “B and Bs” in the Eucharist? This sacrament of the Body and Blood of Christ of-
fers an ongoing opportunity for rest and sustenance with the Lord.  
 
Today’s scriptures all deal with offering sustenance, beginning with Melchizedek presenting Abra-
ham a little bread and wine along with a blessing. Then there is Paul reminding the fractious Co-
rinthians how eating the bread and wine sustains them as they proclaim the death of the Lord un-
til he comes. Finally, Jesus provides rest and sustenance for his disciples, along with five thou-
sand others who show up.  
 
My late stepfather worked off a truck, checking gas meters and doing repairs for the Baltimore 
Gas and Electric Company. He used to stop in a church and have his lunch there. He said it pro-
vided him a chance to talk to the Lord and rest for a few moments in the Lord’s presence. It sus-
tained him over the years. Again, rest and sustenance. 
 
God’s ongoing hospitality in the Eucharist has continued over generations to offer rest and suste-
nance. What could be better than having the Lord coming to dwell within us, giving us the nour-
ishment necessary to sustain us on our journey?

Broken and Poured Out 

 At every Mass we remember Jesus’ last Passover 
meal with his friends. We see only the bread and wine, 
but it is the Lord himself, broken and poured out for us, 
whom we receive. This amazing love is the opposite of 
greed (“I’m going to grab it all for myself”) and its relative, 
stinginess (“I’ll give only what I have to, and no more”). 
Both arise from a fear that we may lose what we own or 
not have enough. Prophets, saints, and Jesus himself say 
fear comes from lack of trust in God. Survivors of natural 
disasters know that possessions can disappear in a heart-
beat. Such people show resilience, courage, and a will to 
rebuild their lives. We, who are loved by God the Father, 
fed by God the Son, and strengthened by God the Holy 
Spirit, have all we need. If we open our hearts to these 
gifts and truly believe, our lives are transformed.
