IF THIS MAN WERE A PROPHET

In today’s Gospel, Simon observes Jesus accepting
the ministrations of a sinful woman. He questions whether
Jesus can be a prophet since Jesus apparently does not
know “what sort of woman this is” (Luke 7:39). Jesus, how-
ever, knows far more than what Simon observes about the
woman. Jesus knows not only her sinfulness but her great
love as well. And Jesus responds, not to Simon’s verbal
objections, but to his unspoken criticism. Here, indeed, is a
prophet who knows our thoughts and sinfulness, but knows
our goodness, too.

People frequently judge each other by externals,
just as Simon did. They categorize each other and, having
been categorized, they can do little to escape. The woman
in the Gospel was “a sinful woman in the city” (Luke 7:37).
Her gestures to Jesus of love and humility were, therefore,
overlooked by Simon. A sinner can, apparently, do no good.

Jesus sees things differently. He points out the
goodness of the woman and appreciates her love in spite of
her failures. Likewise, Jesus knows we are all sinners, but
he loves us anyway.

GOD’S GRACIOUS GIFT

Paul today gives tribute to “the Son of God who has
loved me and given himself up for me” (Galatians 2:20). This
former persecutor of Christians now boasts of his faith in
Jesus. How grateful he must have been for the gift of for-
giveness! The God who called Paul saw beyond his sinful-
ness, saw one who loved God passionately if misguidedly,
and redirected his efforts.

For contemporary humans, forgiveness is as diffi-
cult today as it was in the time of the story of David; it is as
hard as it was in the time of Simon. We humans have trou-
ble seeing beyond externals and so easily fall into the habit
of judging others unfairly.

Jesus’ example calls us to look beyond externals, to
find the goodness in each person, to
forgive. Then God'’s gracious gift of the Son will not have
been, as Paul says, pointless.

The apostles were probably not very different from the rest of their families or their
friends. They were not very different from any other Jew of their day. Indeed, given our
expectations and hopes for our own leaders, we would not have answered Jesus much
differently ourselves. They were waiting for the Messiah to come, and once he came,
happy days would be here again.

They expected the Messiah or “Anointed One” to come in power and might. He was going
to be a liberator like Moses who led God’s people out of slavery, and he was going to be
a great king like David, who brought the people of the northern kingdom of Israel and the
people of the southern kingdom of Judah into one nation. The Messiah would usher in a
new era. It was going to be great!

Imagine their surprise when Jesus rebukes Peter for saying that he is “The Christ
[Messiah] of God” (Luke 9:20). Then Jesus goes on to say that he must suffer greatly, be
rejected by their religious leaders, and be killed—*and on the third day be raised” (9:22).
(I wonder if they even heard the last part about being raised.) But worse yet, he goes on
to say that they must be willing to deny themselves, take up their cross daily, and follow
him.

This Messiah would not get many votes, even now. But it is through faith in Christ Jesus,
Anointed One of God, that we have become children of God. And we are called to “clothe
ourselves with Christ” (see Galatians 3:27). Which is a more pleasant way of saying,
“take up [your] cross daily” (Luke 9:23).

Maybe the woman was a prostitute, or perhaps she was mentally
ill or simply proud and critical. Regardless, Jesus is aware—as
