STOLEN THUNDER 
 

 By the time the Gospels were written, James and 
John, sons of Zebedee (sons of “thunder”) were revered 
leaders of the Christian community. It is a common device of 
the evangelists to place the failings of the early Christians 
on the shoulders of their leaders to illustrate a point about 
discipleship, and perhaps to comfort them with the fact that 
Jesus chose common, flawed humans to spread the Good 
News. It must have seemed doubly odd that these two, al-
ready honored and revered, were chastised by Jesus when 
they requested positions of honor. Jesus, as it were, stole 
their thunder, and in the Gospel he likewise steals the thun-
der of the others who get indignant at James and John. To-
day’s readings from Isaiah and Hebrews, along with Jesus 
as portrayed in Mark, steal the thunder of the places of 
honor they had attained by reminding us that it is in the hu-
mility of service that we come to know the reign of God in 
our midst. 

SERVANT CHRIST, SERVANT 
CHURCH 

 

 In Matthew’s Gospel, it is the mother of James and 
John who makes the request of Jesus (Mark omits this 
scene). It is “only natural” for mothers to want to see their 
sons “get ahead in the world,” just as it is for us as individu-
als to seek those positions of honor and power. But again it 
is the lesson of Jesus, along with the lessons of Isaiah and 
Hebrews, that reminds us that we need to examine con-
stantly our “only natural” ways of living to make sure that we 
are living as Christ, the head of the church. When Isaiah 
writes of the Suffering Servant, it can be seen as a prophecy 
of Jesus; but it is also a prophecy of the ongoing presence 
of Jesus, the church. When the author of Hebrews writes of 
the weakness known by Christ the great High Priest, it is 
also about the need for weakness on the part of the Body of 
Christ, the church. In this way the scriptures today show all 
of us, the baptized, the church, how we must continue to be

Reflecting on God’s Word 
The text of this weekend’s Isaiah reading speaks of a servant whose suffering and af-
flictions are borne for the many. Father Daniel Berrigan once said that the call of the 
disciple of Jesus is to absorb evil. Not very glorious, indeed, for servants absorb the 
leftovers of the household’s extravagance. Those at the bottom of life’s pyramid absorb 
the muck; swamps and lowlands absorb the runoff of life’s fields. Just so parents ab-
sorb our tears. And those who forgive absorb the blow. As the warrior absorbs the en-
emy’s hate, so the conscientious objector absorbs the need for revenge. So also the 
embrace absorbs our fears, justice absorbs mistrust, love absorbs the distance of 
hearts, and the sharing of bread absorbs the memory of pain. In such ways God 
makes the world new. 
 
The fear, and perhaps the sadness as well, is that in absorbing the evil of life we do 
become at least to some extent that which we absorb. Then those who gaze upon us 
do so as if we ourselves were afflicted and diseased. Then those who minister to dying 
AIDS patients are themselves eyed with suspicion and fear. Then the conscientious 
objector is expelled by the patriot, and the selfless warrior is cast off into indifference 
by the righteous purist. Then the Alzheimer caregiver is forgotten; the one who forgives 
the abuse is revenged; and the one who combats poverty with generosity grows poorer 
while the hoarder is glorified. And, contradiction of contradictions, the crucified Christ 
becomes the Christ who reigns. And so we become like him.
